STEP Program Replaces DARE

Beginning in the 2019-2020 academic school year,
SRO’s no longer participated in the DARE
program. Instead, a newly developed program,
STEP (Students Transitioning Exceptionally
Prepared), was implemented. This innovative pro-
gram was developed by the School Resource
Officer Sergeant, Sergeant Shull. All of the SRO’s
played a major role in getting the program estab-
lished by producing the specific courses that are
now taught in the STEP program. The program not
only benefits the police department, but also
provides additional services to the Independence
School District. Most notably, both organizations
enjoy the benefits without adding any additional
operating costs to either entity. Terminating the
DARE program allowed the SRO Unit to assign
both former DARE Officers to schools that previ-
ously did not have SRO’s assigned to them and
could not be filled due to budgetary constraints.

The Independence Police Department is proud to
announce the start of our police department
therapy dog program. This year, we met “Josie,”
our new police therapy dog. Josie is a two-year old
golden retriever/border collie mix who is a trained
therapy and PTSD dog. She has been donated to
the Independence Police Department by K9's For
Freedom & Independence, a non-profit organiza-
tion that trains and donates dogs to military
veterans and first responders.
